At nearly 4 in the morning Gandhiji and his Satyagrahis attended their morning prayers and by 6:30 they departed

Karadi-Matvad for Dandi. On the way towards Dandi Gandhiji's feet took the flight of the wind and it seemed as if
he was flying on the ground. They reached Dandi by eight o’clock in the morning. They were welcomed by the people
of Dandi, led by Sirajuddin Vasi Seth and Dayabhai Desai. The population of the village was less than 500 people but
on this auspicious day there were nearly 10,000 12,000 people in the village. Abbas Saheb Tayabiji, Sarojini Naidu, Mithuben
Petit and others accompanied Gandhiji. At 6:30 in the evening, from under a banyan tree Gandhiji addressed a public
meeting. The evening prayers were held in the night on the seashore. They anxiously rested for the night at Sirajuddin
Vasi's bungalow Saifee Villa.
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
